Public Participation



The members of the allotments association were in attendance at the meeting 

to request clarity regarding the supply of water to the allotments and to ask if 

the parish council would consider aiding with a supply leading from Stirling 

Way.



RB said that he had contacted Cambridge Water who replied that they 


required the bill payer (who in this instance would be the allotments 


association) to be responsible for the pipe leading from their mains pipe to the 

point of the water supply.  Obviously the route from the Farm Road pipe 


would be the easiest option but as is always the problem Bidwells are 


insisting that the parish council enter into an open ended agreement with 


regard to the existing private pipe and this is something the parish council, by 

law, is unable to do.  The allotments society would prefer the water to come 

via the Stirling Way option but this could prove very expensive.  Cambs Water 

will only supply a meter to land they can gain access to and generally only on 

adopted roads.


The parish council was asked to open a dialogue with the Varrier Jones 


Foundation’s Trustees and perhaps set up a meeting with them with the 


allotments association and Cambridge Water present.  It was agreed to carry 

out this action.



It has already been agreed that the parish council will pay for a meter to be 

installed.  It might be that the allotments association could apply to the parish 

council for a donation towards the cost of installing the water pipe

Cambridgeshire County Council will be raising the council tax by 1.99% in the 

2015/16 financial year.

Nick Wright reported that the Varrier Jones Foundation had received an 


enforcement to tidy up the old shop site.  They are currently in negotiations 

with Papworth Hospital regarding the Hospital using the site as additional 


parking. 


He recommended the parish council to log all sites that could be considered 

community assets with South Cambs District Council.  This could include the 

Conservatory and the Village Hall.

Mark Howell reported that SCDC receive received £830,000 less from the 

government in this financial year and a further reduction of £452,000 next 


year.  The council tax will rise by 2% in the next financial year.

23/02-15.1
To receive a report from the Planning committee following the meeting held 

on the 3rd February 2015.



CH reported

i) An application had been received for the erection of a 20 unit apartment block on the Church Lane site, the planning committee recommended refusal.
ii) Development of up to 2,350 residential units including affordable housing; retail, use classes A1-A5 (up to 1.04 ha); offices/light industry, use class B1 (up to 5.66ha); community and leisure facilities, use class D1 and D2 (up to 0.92 ha); Two primary schools and one secondary school (up to 11.28 ha), use class D1; three vehicular access points including the extension and modification of Sheepfold Lane, a four arm roundabout provided on A1198/Caxton Bypass and an access point off the A1198, south of the Caxton Gibbet to serve the proposed employment uses; a network of segregated pedestrian and cycle routes; sustainable drainage system and other infrastructure; together with associated earth works, parking, open space, including equipped play, playing fields and landscaping. Applicant:  Taylor Wimpey UK Ltd & Bovis Homes Ltd (Dated 12 January 2015).  Recommended – Refusal.

To receive a report from the Village Hall committee following the 



meeting held on the 10th February 2015 and to consider any 



recommendations resulting from this.



CH reported
i) That 3 village residents had attended the meeting, Luke Phillips, Jess Mack and David Calver with the wish to join the committee. Therefore the committee wish to make a recommendation to the parish council that they are accepted onto the committee bringing the number of non parish council members to 4.  It was resolved at this meeting that this be so.

ii) The committee would like to recommend to the parish council that the clerk be paid for the 43 ¾ hours extra that she has worked whilst moving offices and the taking over of the village hall.  It was resolved that this be so.

iii) The architects working on the village hall project have submitted an extra fee of £10,339.96, this being based on the increase in the final project cost.  The additional fees already paid will be deducted from this amount.  The parish council, via the contract held with the architects, are bound to pay this.

iv) The final sum will be set by the quantity surveyor.  The parish council may agree to offer a certain sum of money in full and final settlement of any claims regarding any project delays. 
v) The additional £50,000 budget previously approved by the parish council is now accounted for therefore the committee requests a further £5,000 for further items required ie 3 fridges, waste bins etc.

It was resolved to agree to this request.

Officials Indemnity Insurance



This was increased to £1,000,000 whilst the village hall renovation was in 


progress, a decision is required as to whether it should remain at this level or 

drop back to £500,000.



It was resolved to maintain the insurance at the higher level until the account 

with the hall renovation contractors was finally settled.
That under the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960, the public and representatives of the press and broadcast media be excluded from the meeting during the consideration of the following 2 item of business as publicity would be prejudicial to the public interest because of the confidential nature of the business to be transacted.

To accept a recommendation as to the parish council’s response to 


Barfords concerning its’ possible interest in the lease/sale of the 



conservatory, as made by the working party that met on the 4th February to 

discuss this matter. 



It was resolved to maintain the parish council’s former position on this matter 

and submit the first proposal which appeared on the letter addressed to the 

Varrier Jones Foundation’s Trustees on the 21st July 2014.

To accept a recommendation as to the parish council’s response to the 


proposal put forward at the last parish council meeting, concerning the set up 

of a coffee bar for the teenagers in the village, as made by the working party 

that met on the 4th February to discuss this matter.



The working party’s recommendation was one of refusal, the parish council 

fully funds a youth club to meet once a week with 2 leaders employed to be 

present.  Therefore there is no further funding available in the budget for 


additional youth provision.  It was resolved at this meeting to accept the 


recommendation.
